ABSTRACT

Factors Associated with the Incidence of ARI in the Traffic Police in City of Yogyakarta 2011

ARI is a leading cause of morbidity and mortality of infectious diseases in the world. High air polution along the way and the sun can arm the health of people who interact in the field like a traffic cop. Diseases caused by pollution such as Acute Respiratory Infections (ARI) is a threat for the susceptible traffic police.


The purpose of this study was to determine factors associated with the incidence of ARI in the traffic police in the City of Yogyakarta.


This is study is a survey research with Case Control Case, with the subjects of case group are traffic cops who experienced ARI based on the results of physician diagnosis to the 30 persons (total sample) and a control group who are fellow traffic cops of the case group as many as 30 persons. The results of this diagnosis will be analyzed descriptively and analytically using the Chi-Square with a significant level of 95% or α = 0.05 on the SPSS 16.00 Program.

Results and conclusions in this study were in the form of factors related to the incidence of ARI on traffic police in the City of Yogyakarta, namely : the habit of washing hands after work and exercise habits which are good and true. There was a relationship between the habit of washing hands after working with the incidence of ARI in the traffic police in the City of Yogyakarta (p value = 0.009 < 0.05). There was a relationship between exercise habits with the incidence of  ARI in the traffic police in the City of Yogyakarta (p value = 0.005 < 0.05). There was no relationship between smoking habits with the incidence of ARI in the traffic police in the City of Yogyakarta (p value = 1.00 > 0.05). There was no relationship between the used of masks with the incidence of ARI in the traffic police in the City of Yogyakarta.  
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
