ABSTRACT
Background: Dengue fever is an infection caused by dengue virus. Principal vector dengue fever (dbd) is aedes sp. Various ways to control and prevention against attack aedes sp.telah to be done. One of them is to use malt. Mat biodiversity can be made by the use of plants containing the active material that is effective repel mosquito. Plant basil have the content of methyl kavikol, saponin, flavonoid, an alkaloid. The content is the active material that can be used as mosquito repellent. 

Objectives: To know the influence of the use of malt powder basil leaves  (ocimum sanctum) against the percentage of the number of deaths aedes sp. To know the influence of the use of 2, sub-two-gram 3, sub-two-gram 4 sub-two-gram mat of basil leaves (ocimum sanctum) against the percentage of the number of deaths aedes sp. To know the weight of malt powder basil leaves (ocimum sanctum) is most effective against the percentage of the number of deaths aedes sp. 
Methods: His experiments with a design research post test only with control group design whose outcome is analyzed in descriptive and statistics. A statistical testing use of one-way anova with degrees trust 95 % with significancy level = 0.05.
Results: Based on the results of the testing statistics obtained the result of & ampères. ; p= 0,000 and ho rejected which means rerata the number of aedes sp. Who died at 3 variation heavy mat of basil leaves different. Heavy mat of basil leaves 2 gram of 46,67 % and 3 grams of 56,67 % and 4 % as much as 66,67 sub-two-gram the most effective way is weighing four pounds sub-two-gram capable of killing mosquitoes of 66,67 % in the last 20 minutes for 24 hours after exposure.
